There are special razors designed with flexible heads made for women which are available in the market. These blades are more conveniently shaped and hold the blade at the right angle for legs and underarms. When you are going for shaving, run warm water on legs or underarms before massaging in your gel or shaving cream. It will better to shave at night as the body fluids are not so tightly packed around the hair follicles for the women. As there are some sensitive skins in your body like bikini area and underarms, you should be careful enough when you want to shave these areas. Shaving facial and moustache hair will not make it grow back thicker. Shaving is depending upon your growth rate of underarm hairs.
