You should be focused on the area to be treated while you are started rubbing the stone or gloves in a circular motion over there.  Don&rsquo;t give the heavy pressure or else it will damage to your skin. It will best to apply this abrasive treatment usually in two to three weeks interval.Tips for Using Electrolysis - Electrolysis is the permanent hair removal method from your skin. This is very painful and laborious method as each hair must be treated individually. It removes directly from the hair follicle and also destroys the follicle completely not to re-growth the hair again. A needle is inserted under the skin and an electric current is passed through the hair follicle with a chemical reaction to damage each and every follicle with this Electrolysis system. It can only be handled by experts or professional perfectly which is very expensive. It will better to apply depilatory or wax the area to be treated instead of electrolysis. In fact you need to keep your equipment clean and sterilized.  Using a dirty needle in Electrolysis can result with a serious infection.
